 I’m an ovarian cancer survivor. A five-year survivor. And I belong to 
“Let’s Talk It Ovar,” an ovarian cancer support group that helps get 
you through this journey.  

We laugh, we cry, we support each other. Everyone is in a different 
stage, so we bring up things that sometimes you can’t bring up to 
your own doctor.  We have one member who is a 10-year survivor, 
and she gives us hope it is possible to get through this.  

One of our purposes is getting 
ovarian cancer information out to 
the neighboring areas. We also put 
information bags together which 
are given to newly diagnosed 
patients, because there’s a lot of 
information on other cancers, but 
ovarian cancer is kind of left 
a little behind.  

The women that belong to our organization usually find out about it 
either from our information bags or from places like WBGU-PBS. 

Their “Legacy of Hope: Celebration of Survival” was a wonderful 
opportunity for us to network with other people and get information 
out on ovarian cancer and all the other types of cancer.
