Superior Federal Credit Union was delighted to partner with
WBGU-PBS in a financial education community outreach project.
In April 2008, WBGU-PBS hosted a live, two-hour, call-in program
NW Ohio Journal Special: Mortgage Foreclosure Intervention.

I have to admit, I didn't expect many phone calls during the program.
However, the entire panel of participants and I answered continuous
calls for over two hours. Many
callers were unaware of the
different programs available to
prevent foreclosures, and we were
busy providing advice and
foreclosure contact information to
Northwest Ohio homeowners.

Since WBGU-PBS aired the
program in April, economic
conditions have rapidly deteriorated, resulting in significant job
losses. Now, a second wave of foreclosures may affect additional
homeowners as job losses mount in Northwest Ohio.

Fortunately, through WBGU-PBS's leadership, DVDs of the
foreclosure program were produced and distributed to Northwest
Ohio community action agencies. Community residents may obtain
the Mortgage Foreclosure Program DVD's free of charge.

This WBGU-PBS program raised awareness and provided much

needed contact information to homeowners.
